ADVENT AND CHRISTMAS EVENTS, CLASSES AND WORSHIP SERVICES 

 

November 27th — First Sunday of Advent 

We start Advent by lighting the first Advent candle during worship.  Our adult class on short stories, helping 

us enter into the incarnation in creative ways, begins with òYoung Goodman Brownó by Nathaniel Hawthorne.  

After the second service we have our annual event called ―Christmas at Newport‖ with a meal, nativity craft, 

greening of the sanctuary and a Christmas carol sing.  This goes from 12:00 to 1:30 p.m. 

 

December 4th — Second Sunday of Advent 

We light the second Advent candle. 

 

December 11th — Third Sunday of Advent 

We light the third Advent candle.  The congregation is invited to bring nativity sets from around the world 

to adorn our worship space. 

 
December 18th — Fourth Sunday of Advent 

We light the fourth Advent candle.  The sanctuary continues to grow more festive with the addition of  

Poinsettias and greenery. 

 

Saturday, December 24th — Christmas Eve Services 

4:00 p.m.—This service will include music from the Praise Team, Handbell Choir, special musicians, as well 

as participation of children and youth. 

 

10:00 p.m.—This service will include music from our Handbell Choir, Chancel Choir accompanied by reeds 

and strings. Communion will be served. 

 

December 25th — Christmas Day Worship 

Yes, Christmas falls on a Sunday this year (as does New Year’s Day)!  This will be an informal service at 

10:00 a.m. only with a Christmas band (bring your favorite instrument) and special Christmas music.  We 

will sing many Christmas carols and celebrate Jesus’ birthday.  We are encouraging folks (if they are willing 

and brave!) to come in their pajamas. 

 

January 1st — First Sunday After Christmas 

Another challenging day to hold services, but we will.  Once again only one service at 10:00 a.m.

It is appropriate to bring broken hearts to worship at Christmas, if 

that is where you are. The world experienced God in the vulnerability of a baby that first Christmas.  God 

continues to come to all those who are feeling vulnerable.

òLord, make me an instrument of peace, where there is hatred let me sow love.       

Where there is injury, pardon.  Where there is doubt, faith.  Where there is despair,   

hope.  Where there is darkness, light.  Where there is sadness, joy.ó

content.  Perhaps I can later do a review of his book òWar and the Soul.ó

CHRISTMAS JOY OFFERING 
On Christmas Eve we will have a special offering 

which supports scholarships at Presbyterian-

related racial ethnic schools and colleges, helping 

students develop their gifts and find their calling.  

It also assists families of active and retired church 

workers meet unexpected needs through the 

Assistance Program of the Board of Pensions. 
 

Here is one story of how this special offering has 

been used. 
 

A pastor serving in a small congregation in the 

rural Midwest had learned to make ends meet 

with a limited income.  But when his wife was 
stricken with a rare form of cancer and required 

costly treatments, including multiple surgeries, 

the resulting monetary demands far outweighed 

his modest savings.  The pastor’s financial and 

emotional stresses were overwhelming—until his 

congregation and presbytery provided assistance, 

which the Board of Pensions matched with a 

shared grant.  This financial relief allowed him to 

refocus and devote renewed energy to the care 

of his wife.  The following year, he shared that his 

wife had been pronounced cancer-free.  òThis gift 

made all the difference,ó he said.

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Japan Mission Report by Taku Kusakabe 

 
From August, I have been assigned to Sendai YMCA Volunteer Support Center in Sendai, Miyagi prefecture.  Sendai is 

the largest city in Northeast Japan with a population of 103 million.  During this summer, I was carrying out programs 

in a Pacific coastal town of Minami Sanriku-cho in northern Miyagi prefecture, a 2½ hour drive from downtown Sendai. 

As a town on the Ria Coast of Pacific Northeast, most of the homes and businesses 

were built in the few limited flatlands along rivers, and were completely destroyed by 

the tsunami of over 45 feet in just about four minutes.  Fortunately, most of the school 

children were able to evacuate to higher grounds and survived, still most of them lost 

homes and many lost their family members.   

Sendai YMCA has been delivering water, food, clothes, electric generators and other 

basic needs from the very early stage after March 11 and also began working with lo-

cal elementary schools to support their students by providing recreational activities at 

schools, running day and overnight camps and other activities.  A local businessman  

of the neighboring city of Tome has provided a facility for volunteers, consisting of 

sleeping quarters, toilet, kitchenette and a separate bathhouse for free of charge.   

This facility became our base camp during the summer.  

 

 

During our last shared lunch on September 10th, one lady about 83 years old  

stood up after lunch, thanked us for inviting them for lunch throughout the summer, 

and shared with us their special song and dance of the village called ―Terahama  

Zungu‖ (right photo.) If we only served meals for them, then we would have only 

been "the givers" and they "the receivers."  But, when the ladies took over cooking  

for everyone and shared their songs and dances, everyone was an equal partner,  

just guests and hosts around a table (on a tarp).  I'm very happy to be able to  

build this multi- generational but equal relationship with these elderly people at  

Kamiwari-zaki.  It was a completely unexpected outcome, and I’m looking forward  

to being their guest for a cup of tea some day.  

One of the two parks by sea is called ―Kamiwari-zaki‖ where they built a small temporary housing complex of 31 units 

across the street from the campground, where most of the residents are elderly people.  When they heard children’s 

laughter, they came out to see who the kids were and what was going on.  When they learned that the children were 

also the survivors from other temporary housing complexes, and the program involved cooking, they volunteered to 

help cook, so we welcomed their help.  It didn’t take too long until they completely took over the cooking duty, saying, 

òyou kids go play, weõll cook lunch for you!ó  We accepted their offer with the condition that they will join us for lunch, and 

bring their neighbors as well.  They loved this idea, and ever since, we had very good meals with children and elders 

mixed around the table  (Actually we were on a tarp.) 

Once a town of 16,000 homes, 

now in ruins 

A typical day for a day camp goes like this.  We run a few vans to go around the  

temporary housing complexes in the area and bring children to one of two parks: one 

by a stream, another by the sea.  Children received the summer program schedule 

through school, so their guardians could plan in advance for the activity in which their 

children participate.  After mid-August, our programs were assisted by staff members 

and volunteers from various YMCAs in Japan. Once everyone arrived, we play sports 

and/or games until about 11:00 a.m.  (They love ―tug-rugby‖.)  Then we help the  

children cook their lunch, eat together, clean up, and play again before sending them 

home in the mid afternoon.  ñTug- Rugbyò
