• MAYORS’ DAY OF CONCERN FOR THE HUNGRY: The recent economic crash and resulting recession have dealt a 

crippling blow to far too many local families. With thousands laid off work, retirement nest eggs severely depleted and homes 
on the brink of foreclosure, these neighbors are facing the crisis of their lives. Their budgets strained to the breaking point, 
these households often face an impossible choice, "Do I pay my bills or do I put food on the  
table?" You can help feed these hungry neighbors by working a two-hour shift on Saturday, September 26 at the Factoria 
QFC asking shoppers to donate certain nutritional foods. There will be a sign up for our team of volunteers on the bulletin 
board as you leave church today. This is a great experience for a parent and school age child to have together.

• Newport is joining Together We Build, an Interfaith Coalition of Christians, Jews, and Muslims seeking to find common 
ground and learning from one another as we work together to build houses for low-income families in East King County. 
Together We Build will be working with Habitat for Humanity in their 8th annual build for six days in October. There will be 
building activities plus food preparation for a lunch served at the worksite each day. In addition, on October 11 there will be 
an Interfaith Worship Service. The build dates are October 9-11 and 15-17. Youth 16 and older are invited to join the build. 
Signups for each day will be limited due to the logistics of planning the build activities; you are encouraged to start planning 
which days you will attend. Details for signing up will be available in mid-September. Some of you know that Newport has 
been involved in previous Habitat Builds at Overlake Park and Newcastle.

• The FAMILY and Adult Service Center says THANK YOU for the generous and quick response to the urgent request for 
towels. Newport’s Presbyterian Women collected over 50 towels. FASC has an on-going need for towels. They average 150 
to 200 showers daily, and do approximately 80 loads of wash each day. The towels don't last long with constant washing. 
These are the only showers available for the growing number of street people in Seattle, and help prevent infections and the 
spread of disease. New and gently used bath size towels may be placed in the Towel Bin in the Narthex.
